September 9th-10th-11th  
Launching 

Boats arriving by trailer can be launched at the Eastport Breakwater with the trailers being parked in an 

unpaved lot across from Moose Island Marine which is located at 5 Sullivan Street or as directed by Race 

Officials.  This parking area is within easy walking distance of the breakwater.  As an alternative, boats can 

also be launched at Deep Cove by the Boat School on the south side of Eastport. This site may be easier for 

larger rigs.   The Boat School is off Route 190.  Look for the Eastport Fire Department on the right.   At this 

point take a right on Deep Cove Road which joins with Route 190 from the right.   Pass the boat school and 

turn left into the boat school parking lot.  The launch area is to the right toward the cove.   Trailers can be left 

in the boat school parking area.  High Tide on Race day is at 10:53 AM with a height of 18.7 feet. 
 

Race Registration

www.eastportpiratefestival.com .  A Registration Tent will be next to the Eastport Coast Guard Station 

throughout the Pirate Festival.

Anchoring 

Boats can anchor outside of the buoys marking the race course.  There is limited mooring on the north side of 

the breakwater, inside the breakwater and on the north and south side of the fish pier in downtown Eastport 

where boats can dock or raft.    Any boats tied up at the Eastport Fisherman’s Pier needs to be aware that 

Saturday night Fireworks will be launched from the Pier all boats will need to move for the duration of 

Fireworks Display.  In addition there are mooring available at the Eastport Chowder House wharf.  If you have 

questions about ties ups or moorings, please call Eastport’s Harbor Master Capt. Charles Leppin at the 

Eastport Port Authority.  Phone: 207-853-4614 or Email: charlieleppin@portofeastport.org  
 

Fuel and Supplies 

Diesel and gas can be purchased at the wharf at Eastport Chowder House which is located north of the 

breakwater.  There is a gas station on 190 as you come into Eastport.   Maritime supplies can be purchased at 

Moose Island Marine on Sullivan Street Monday through Saturday.  Groceries can be purchased at the IGA 

located on High Street about a half mile from the Breakwater.  Ice is available near the Breakwater at Fundy 

Breeze Charters.  There are many placed to eat in Eastport and each entrant will receive a list of the names 

and addresses of the restaurants.
